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1.  Authority: Thispolicy fallsunder the authority of Senate andis administered by the Office
of the Provost and Vice-President Acalemic and the University Secretariat. The Provost
and VicePresident Academic may delegate their responsibilities under this policyto an
Associge Vice-President Academic.

2. Review Gommittee: A Rview Committee isa committee comprising diversefaculty
members, student(s) andnembersof the broader community, esgablishedunder section
F.2 to conduct areview of a Faalty in accordancewith this polig.

3. Record-keeping: Therecord keeping pertaining to this policy will be the responsiility of
the Uniwb @B}y 0 O Twro
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b.  TheReview Committee shall widely communicate its existence to all faculty and staff,
and to all student societies within the Faculty under review, to indicate its purpose

and encourage input into the review processthrough individual and group meetings
and written submisgons.

C. In addition to the information provided by the Faalty, the Review Committee shall

collect other pertinent information, induding written and oral input from individuals
and groupswito
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e. Bxernal reviewerswill be paid an hororarium andreimbursedfor travel expenses
from the University Secetariat as perUniversty travel policies.

7. Review Committee Report:

a. Baseduponits review of the sef-study, the external reviewers’report, dataprovided
by the Officeof Institutional Analysis andResearch, and the oral and written
submissionsand other materials ithasreceived, theReview Committee shall prepare
a onfidential Draft Report, with the view that the final report will be made public.
TheDraft Report shall:

i. addressall mattersidentified insection D.2;

ii. contain explicit recommendationsto the Faclty, to the University andto other
bodies asappropriate;

iii. attachthe external reviewers’report as an Apendix; i v . include atable of
contents; and
v. include an executive summary that indudesthe recommendations.

b. TheReview Committee Chair shdl submit the Draft Report to the Office of the
Provost and Vice-President, who shdl enaure the Draft Rgoort meetsthe
requirementsof thispolicy. TheDraft Report shall then be forwardedit to the Dean.

c.  Withintwo weeks of receiving the Draft Report, the Dean stall review the Draft
Reprt andidentify anyerrors of fad and personal referenceshat shouldbe
removed. The Dean slall keep the Draft Rert confidential exceptto the extent
necessay to confirm fad or correcterrors.

d.  Once fat-checked, the Semte Review Committee report will be made broadly
available to allmembersof the Faculty under review for information. Senate Review
Cammittee reports do not include statementsby or about any named ndividuals,
with the exception of acacemic leaders.

e.  Within two weeks of receiving the Dean’scomments,the Review Committee shdl
finalize the report andsubmit the Fnal Report, whichshadl contain all of the
elementssetout in section F.7.a, to the Office of the Provost and Vice-Presicent
Acalemic.

f. TheProvost and Vice-Presdent Acalemic shall ensure that the Final Rgort meets
the requirements of this policy, andshdl then forward the Fnal Report to the Clair
of Senae.
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
