RSF at Dalhousie University 
 
Dalhousie University has included the RSF grant into its operating budget where it funds the indirect costs borne by the budget.  In 
addition to costs in the various units, the University allots strategic initiatives funding to identify areas of strategic focus for the 
University which include those that impact Research.  The University has directed funds to a variety of areas to improve research 
strengths and renew University facilities.  The total of indirect research costs for the 2022-23 fiscal year were $55.0 million, of which 
$6.7 million were covered by the RSF grant.

Description of costs included in the five categories: 
 
Research Facilities 
This includes laboratories, research networking spaces, offices of research and finance administration, and offices of researchers.  In 
2022-23 the expenditures include operating costs for facilities such as custodial, security, maintenance, utilities and insurance.
